1. Boil pasta

Bring a large pot of salted water to a boil.
Add pasta and cook until al dente, about
8 minutes.

Reserve ¥4 cup cooking water, drain, and
return to pot with 1 teaspoon oil. Toss to
combine and cover to keep warm.

4. Prep garnish

While vegetables cook, pick and coarsely
chop mint leaves; discard stems.

2. Prep ingredients

While water comes to a boil, trim bottom
ends from asparagus, then cut into 1-
inch pieces.

Finely grate all of the lemon zest, then
cut lemon into wedges.

Finely chop 2 teaspoons garlic. Wipe
mushrooms, then cut into Y-inch thick
slices.

5. Finish sauce

Add alfredo sauce and reserved
cooking water to skillet with cooked
vegetables; bring to a simmer. Cook until
sauce is warmed through, 2-3 minutes.
Season to taste with salt and pepper.

3. Cook veggies

Heat 1 tablespoon oil in a medium
nonstick skillet over medium-high. Add
asparagus and mushrooms. Cook,
stirring occasionally, until just starting to
brown, 3-5 minutes. Add chopped garlic
and 1 tablespoon of the lemon zest.
Cook, stirring, until garlic is fragrant,
about 30 seconds.

6. Finish & serve

Finely grate Parmesan. Add pasta to
skillet and toss to coat in sauce. Garnish
with mint leaves, Parmesan, and any
remaining lemon zest. Serve with lemon
wedges alongside for squeezing over
top. Enjoy!
