1. Cook rice

In a small saucepan, combinerice, 1%
cups water, and %2 teaspoon salt Bring
to a boil over high heat. Cover and cook
over low heat until rice is tender and
liquid is absorbed, about 17 minutes.
Keep covered off heat until ready to
serve.

4. Char corn

Heat same skillet over medium-high. Add
corn and cook, stirring occasionally, until
warmed through and charred in spots, 3-
4 minutes. Season to taste with salt and
pepper. Transfer to a plate.

2. Prep ingredients

Cut tomato into Y2-inch pieces. Pick
cilantro leaves from stems; thinly slice
stems. Halve onion and thinly slice; finely
chop 2 tablespoons. Halve peppers,

discard stems and seeds, then thinly slice.

In a small bowl, combine tomatoes,
chopped onions, cilantro stems, and a
pinch each of sugar, salt and pepper.
Set aside to marinate.

5. Cook poblanos & onions

Add 1%z tablespoons oil to same skillet
still over medium-high. Add sliced
onions and peppers; season with salt
and pepper. Cook, stirring occasionally,
until veggies are softened and charred in
spots, about 10 minutes.

Reduce heat to low. Add Tex-Mex spice,
sour cream, and ¥4 cup water; stir until
smooth and creamy. Off heat, stir in
cheese. Season to taste.

3. Cook chicken

Pat chicken dry and season all over with
salt and pepper. Heat 1 tablespoon oil
in a medium heavy skillet (preferably cast-
iron) over medium-high. Add chicken and
cook until golden brown and cooked
through, 3-4 minutes per side. Transfer to
a cutting board to rest, 5 minutes. Wipe
out skillet.

6. Finish & serve

Cut lime into wedges. Cut chicken into
strips.

Serve rajas con crema and chicken over
rice with corn, marinated tomatoes, and
lime wedges alongside. Garnish with
cilantro leaves. Enjoy!
