Heat 1 tablespoon oil in same skillet over
medium. Add steaks and cook, turning
once until browned all over and cooked
to medium, 2-3 minutes per side (or
longer for desired doneness). Transfer to
a cutting board to rest 5 minutes, then
thinly slice, if desired.

Serve steaks topped with Sriracha
butter. Serve potatoes and green beans
alongside. Enjoy!
