Honey-Dijon Ranch Steak
with Green Beans & Potatoes

We're modernizing a classic 'steak and potatoes' with this dish. Juicy steaks are
glazed with a combination of sweet honey-mustard and tangy vinegar. Make
your baking sheet work overtime by roasting the potatoes and green beans
together.

Preheat oven to 450ºF with a rack in the
upper third. Place a rimmed baking sheet
in oven to preheat. Scrub potatoes, then
slice into ¼-inch thick rounds. In a
medium bowl, toss potatoes with 2
tablespoons oil; season with salt and
pepper. Carefully transfer to preheated
baking sheet in an even layer. Roast on
upper rack until tender and lightly
browned, 15–20 minutes.

Trim green beans. Pick and finely chop ½
teaspoon thyme leaves. Using same
bowl, toss green beans with remaining
whole thyme sprigs, 1 teaspoon oil, and
a pinch each of salt and pepper. In a
small bowl, whisk to combine chopped
thyme, honey, Dijon mustard, and 2
tablespoons each of vinegar and water.

Add green beans to baking sheet with
roasted potatoes. Return to oven and
roast until potatoes are browned and
crisp, and green beans are tender, about
10 minutes. Discard thyme sprigs.

While vegetables roast, pat steaks dry
and season all over with salt and pepper.
Heat 1 tablespoon oil in a medium skillet
over medium-high. Add steaks and cook
until well browned, 2–3 minutes per side
for medium-rare (or longer for desired
doneness). Transfer to a cutting board to
rest.

Remove skillet from heat, then
immediately add honey-mustard
mixture to skillet. Return to medium heat
and cook, scraping up any browned bits,
until sauce is thick and glossy, 2–3
minutes. Season to taste with salt and
pepper.

Thinly slice steaks, if desired. Add any
resting juices from cutting board to pan
sauce in skillet, stirring to combine. Serve
steak with roasted green beans and
potatoes alongside. Spoon pan sauce
over steak. Enjoy!
