1. Toast rice

Trim scallions and thinly slice, keeping
dark greens separate.

Heat 2 tablespoons oil in a small saucepan
over medium-high. Add rice and scallion
whites and light greens, stirring, until rice
is toasted, about 3 minutes.

4. COULOTTE VARIATION

Pat steak dry; season all over with salt and
pepper.

Heat 1tablespoon oil in a medium skillet
over medium-high. Add steak and cook
until well browned and medium rare, 4-5
minutes per side. Using tongs, hold steak
on its side and cook fat-side down until
golden brown and crisp, 1-2 minutes.
Transfer to a cutting board to rest.
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2. Cook rice

Stir in 2% teaspoons taco seasoning and 1
tablespoon tomato paste. Cook, stirring,
until paste is slightly caramelized, 2-3
minutes.

Add 1% cups water and % teaspoon salt;
bring to a simmer. Cover and cook over
low heat until rice is tender and water is
absorbed, about 17 minutes. Keep covered
off heat until ready to serve.
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5. Finish & serve

Add mojo sauce to same skillet; bring to a
simmer over medium-high heat, scraping
up any browned bits from the bottom.
Immediately remove from heat; season to
taste with salt and pepper. Thinly slice
steak.

Serve steak with mojo sauce and scallion
dark greens over top and with tomato rice
alongside. Enjoy!
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3. Make mojo sauce

While rice cooks, finely grate ¥ teaspoon
garlic into a small bowl. Squeeze in % cup
orange juice, then whisk in 172 teaspoons
vinegar and 1tablespoon oil. Season to
taste with salt and pepper.
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6. Take it to the next level

Intensify the flavor of the tropics with a
refreshing salad of charred pineapple,
sliced onion, and crisp romaine. Make a
light dressing with any leftover orange
juice, lime juice and zest, garlic, oil, and a
pinch of sugar; season with salt and
pepper. Toss salad and serve on the side
or over your steak.
