1. Prep ingredients

Bring a large saucepan of salted water to
a boil. Finely grate Parmesan. Zest half of
the lemon and cut remaining lemon into
wedges.

In a medium bowl, whisk to combine

lemon zest, all but 2 tablespoons of the
grated Parmesan, 2 teaspoons vinegar,
1 whole egg, and 1 egg yolk (save white

for own use).

2. Brown chorizo

Heat a medium skillet over medium-high.
Add chorizo and cook, breaking up into
small pieces, until meat is deeply
caramelized and fat is rendered, 6-8
minutes. Drain fat into a small bowl.

Reduce skillet heat to medium and add 2
tablespoons water to pan with chorizo,
scraping up brown bits from the bottom
of the pan. Reduce heat to medium-low.

3. Cook pasta

Meanwhile, add pasta to boiling water.
Cook, stirring occasionally, until al dente,
8-10 minutes. Reserve %2 cup cooking
water, then drain pasta. Add pasta and 1
tablespoon reserved fat to skillet with
chorizo, tossing to combine.

4. Make sauce

Whisking constantly, slowly add ¥ cup of
the reserved cooking water to bow! with
egg mixture until combined (mixture will
be watery).

Heat pasta and chorizo over medium-
low. While stirring, add egg mixture.
Cook, continuing to stir, until sauce
thickens and coats pasta, 1-3 minutes.
Thin out with reserved pasta water, if
necessary, 1 tablespoon at a time.

5. Cook beans

Add green beans to a medium
microwave-safe bowl; cover with a damp
paper towel. Microwave until tender, 3-5
minutes. Season with salt and pepper
and a squeeze of lemon juice.

6. Finish & serve

Pick parsley leaves from stems and
coarsely chop leaves, discard stems.

Transfer pasta to plates and garnish with
parsley, remaining Parmesan, fried
onions, and a drizzle of reserved
chorizo oil. Serve with green beans
alongside. Enjoy!
