Turns out, it makes the perfect crispy bites

to double the fun in this bacon carbonara. Oh, did we mention we make

this classic without eggs and all the fuss? We've got you covered!

Preheat oven to 450°F with a rack in the

upper third. Bring a medium pot of salted

water to a boil.

Trim stems from mushrooms, then thinly

slice caps. Toss on a rimmed baking sheet

with 2 tablespoons oil and a pinch each of

salt and pepper. Roast on upper oven rack

until deep golden-brown and tender, 15–18

minutes.

Core tomato, then finely chop. Halve

lettuce lengthwise, then thinly slice,

discarding end. Finely grate Parmesan, if

necessary.

In a medium bowl, combine ½ teaspoon

Tuscan spice blend, 2 teaspoons vinegar,

and 1½ tablespoons oil. Stir in tomatoes;

season to taste with salt and pepper.

Add pasta to pot with boiling salted water

and cook, stirring occasionally to prevent

sticking, until al dente, 8–10 minutes.

Reserve ⅓ cup cooking water, then drain

pasta and set aside.

Meanwhile, place bacon in a large skillet.

Cook over medium-high heat until fat is

rendered and bacon is crisp, 3–4 minutes

per side. Transfer to a paper towel-lined

plate.

Heat 1 tablespoon oil  in same pot over

medium. Add 1 teaspoon Tuscan spice

blend and cook until fragrant, about 30

seconds. Stir in reserved cooking water,

mascarpone, half of the Parmesan, and 1½

tablespoons butter until melted, about 1

minute.

Add pasta and cook, stirring, until sauce is

smooth and pasta is coated, 2–3 minutes.

Chop bacon into ¼-inch pieces. Add bacon

and mushrooms to pot, tossing to

combine. Remove from heat and season to

taste with salt and pepper. Add lettuce to

bowl with tomatoes, tossing to combine.

Serve bacon and mushroom carbonara

with salad alongside. Garnish with

remaining Parmesan. Enjoy!

Listen closely because we're about to

throw some major dinnertime knowledge

on the table.
