1. Cook rice

In a small saucepan, combine rice, 114 cups
water, and ¥ teaspoon salt; bring to a boil
over high. Cover and cook over low heat
until rice is tender and water is absorbed,
about 17 minutes. Keep covered off heat
until ready to serve.

4. BEEF VARIATION

Pat beef dry and season with salt and
pepper. Heat 1 tablespoon oil in same
skillet over medium-high. Add beef in a
single layer and cook, without stirring,
until well browned on the bottom, about 3
minutes. Stir and cook until cooked
through, about 2 minutes more. Transfer
beef to bowl with veggies. Wipe out skillet.
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2. Prep ingredients
Halve pepper, discard stem and seeds,
then cut into thin strips.
Finely chop 2 teaspoons garlic.

Drain and rinse beans; set aside until step
4.
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5. Cook beans & serve

To same skillet over medium heat, add
beans and all of the enchilada sauce. Bring
to a simmer and cook, stirring
occasionally, until sauce is slightly
thickened, 3-5 minutes. Season to taste
with salt and pepper.

Serve rice topped with beef, beans, corn,
and peppers. Dollop guacamole over top.
Enjoy!
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3. Cook veggies

Heat 1tablespoon oil in a medium skillet
over medium-high. Add peppers and a
pinch each of salt and pepper; cook,
stirring, until lightly browned and tender,
about 5 minutes. Stir in corn and chopped
garlic; cook, stirring, until corn is tender
and warmed through, and garlic is
fragrant, 2-3 minutes more. Transfer to a
bowl; cover to keep warm until ready to
