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1. Prep ingredients

Preheat broiler with a rack in the top
position. Peel cucumber, halve
lengthwise, spoon out the seeds, and
thinly slice crosswise into half-moons.
Finely chop 1 teaspoon garlic. Core
tomato, then cut into Y2-inch pieces.

4. Broil pork

On a rimmed baking sheet, combine
remaining garlic, %4 cup water, 2
tablespoons oil, 1 teaspoon dried
oregano, and a generous pinch of
pepper. Add pork and toss to coat,
spreading into an even layer. Broil on top
oven rack until crispy in spots, stirring
halfway through, 4-5 minutes total.
Remove from oven and drizzle with 1%2
teaspoons vinegar.

2. Make vinaigrette & salad

In a medium bowl, whisk to combine 2
tablespoons oil, 1 tablespoon vinegar
and % teaspoon each of dried oregano
and chopped garlic. Season to taste with
salt and pepper. Add olives (remove any
pits, if necessary), tomatoes, and
cucumbers to vinaigrette. Halve
romaine lengthwise, then cut into 1-inch
pieces; discard end. Add romaine to
bowl, but do not toss.

5. Toss salad & finish

Toss salad, then season to taste with salt
and pepper. Serve pulled pork on
toasted pita with sour cream dolloped
over top and Greek salad alongside.

3. Broil pitas

Rub pitas lightly with oil. Broil directly on
the top oven rack until lightly golden in
spots, about 1T minute per side (watch
closely as broilers vary). Drizzle lightly
with oil, then sprinkle with salt. Stack and
wrap pitas in foil to keep soft and warm.
