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1. BEEF VARIATION

Bring a medium pot of salted water to a
boil over high.

In a medium bowl, combine beef strips, 1
tablespoon teriyaki sauce, and a pinch
each of salt and pepper; stir to coat. Set
aside at room temperature, stirring
occasionally, until step 4.

4. Brown beef

Heat 1tablespoon oil in same pot over
high. Add beef and marinade, spreading
out into a single layer; cook, without
stirring, until beef is browned on the
bottom, about 2 minutes. Add chopped
garlic; cook, stirring, until garlic is fragrant
and beef is cooked through, 1-2 minutes.
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2. Prep ingredients

Finely chop 2 teaspoons garlic. Trim ends
from scallions, then thinly slice.

In a small bowl, whisk to combine all of the
peanut butter, remaining teriyaki sauce,
and 1tablespoon each of sugar, vinegar,
and oil until smooth.
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5. Finish & serve

To pot with beef over medium-high heat,
add peanut sauce, cooked pasta and
peas, and reserved cooking water. Cook,
stirring, until sauce is slightly thickened,
and pasta is coated, about 30 seconds.
Remove pot from heat and season to taste
with salt and pepper.

Serve beef satay noodles topped with
scallions. Enjoy!

3. Cook noodles & peas

Add pasta to pot with boiling salted water
and cook, stirring occasionally, until just al
dente, about 4-6 minutes. Add peas to pot
with pasta; continue to cook until tender,
about 1 minute. Reserve % cup cooking
water, then drain pasta and peas; set
aside until step 5. Return pot to stovetop.
