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1. Boil noodles

Bring a large pot of salted water to a boil.
Add noodles and cook, stirring
occasionally to prevent sticking, until al
dente, 6-8 minutes. Drain noodles, then
rinse under cold water and toss with %2
teaspoon oil.

Pat chicken dry; cut into 1-inch pieces if
necessary, then season all over with salt
and pepper.

4. CHICKEN VARIATION

Add snow peas, grated carrots, and
chopped garlic. Season to taste. Cook,
stirring constantly, until fragrant and
crisp-tender, 1-2 minutes. Transfer to a
plate.

Heat 1tablespoon oil in same skillet over
medium-high. Add chicken in a single
layer and cook until browned on bottom, 3
minutes. Stir; cook until cooked through, 2
minutes more. Transfer to plate with
veggies.
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2. Prep ingredients & sauce

Scrub carrot, then coarsely grate on the
large holes of a box grater. Trim snow
peas, then halve lengthwise. Finely chop 2
teaspoons garlic. Coarsely chop all of the
peanuts.

Into a small bowl, squeeze 1tablespoon
lime juice. Whisk in teriyaki and %
tablespoon vinegar until combined; set
aside. Cut any remaining lime into wedges
for serving.
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5. Finish & serve

To same skillet over high heat, add
noodles, teriyaki mixture, and 1 cup water;
cook, tossing frequently, until liquid is
nearly evaporated, 5-7 minutes. Add eggs,
chicken, and veggies; cook until warmed
through, about 1 minute.

Serve chicken & veggie pad thai with
chopped peanuts sprinkled over top and
any lime wedges alongside for squeezing.
Enjoy!
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3. Cook eggs

In a separate small bowl, beat 2 large eggs
with a pinch of salt. Heat 2 teaspoons oil in
a large nonstick skillet over medium-high.
Add eggs and cook, stirring gently, until
scrambled, 1-2 minutes. Transfer to a
cutting board; let cool slightly, then
coarsely chop. Wipe out skillet.

Heat 1tablespoon oil in same skillet over
medium-high.
