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1. Prep tortillas & garlic

Preheat oven to 450°F with a rack in the
upper third.

Stack tortillas; cut in half, then cut into V-

inch strips. Toss on a rimmed baking sheet
with 2 tablespoons oil and a pinch each of
salt and pepper; spread into an even

layer.

Finely chop 1teaspoon garlic.

4. Cook beans

To skillet with chicken, add chopped
garlic; cook, stirring occasionally, until
fragrant, about 30 seconds. Stir in beans
and their liquid, red enchilada sauce, taco
seasoning, and Y2 cup water; bring to a boil
over high heat. Lower heat and simmer,
about 2 minutes. Season to taste with salt
and pepper.
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2. Bake tortilla strips

Bake tortilla strips on upper oven rack
until crisp and browned in spots, stirring
halfway through cooking time, 4-6
minutes (watch closely as ovens vary).
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5. Finish & serve

To same skillet, stir in half the tortilla strips
until combined. Sprinkle remaining tortilla
strips and cheese evenly over top. Bake on
upper oven rack until cheese is melted
and tortilla strips are golden-brown, 3-4
minutes.

Let chicken and bean chilaquiles stand for
5 minutes before serving. Enjoy!
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3. Cook chicken

While tortilla strips bake, break chicken
into bite-sized pieces. Heat 1 tablespoon
oil in a medium ovenproof skillet over
medium-high. Add chicken in an even
layer; season with salt and pepper. Cook,
stirring occasionally, until just starting to
brown, about 3 minutes.
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6. Did you know?
