Paprika-Rubbed Rib-Eye Pork Chop
with Cranberry-Almond Pilaf & Green Beans

that also has delicious other stuff in it. In this case, dried cranberries and

toasted almonds.

Melt 1 tablespoon butter  in a small

saucepan over medium-high heat. Add

rice and dried cranberries; cook, stirring,

until lightly toasted, 1-2 minutes. Add 1¼

cups water and ½ teaspoon salt ; bring to

a boil. Cover and cook over low heat until

rice is tender and liquid is absorbed, about

17 minutes. Remove from heat and cover to

keep warm.

Meanwhile, trim green beans, then cut or

snap in half. On a rimmed baking sheet,

toss green beans with 1 teaspoon oil  and

season with a pinch each of salt and

pepper. Set aside until step 5. Pat pork

chops dry, then season all over with a

pinch each of salt and pepper and 1½

teaspoons paprika.

Preheat broiler with a rack in the upper

third. Melt 1 tablespoon butter  in a medium

skillet over medium-high heat. Add

almonds and cook, stirring, until toasted

and fragrant, 3-5 minutes (watch closely).

Transfer to a bowl and wipe out skillet.

Heat 2 teaspoons oil in same skillet over

medium-high. Add pork chops  and cook

until well browned and cooked through, 3–

5 minutes per side. Transfer pork to a

plate. Add ¼ cup water , 1 tablespoon

butter and ½ teaspoon vinegar  to skillet.

Bring to a simmer and cook, scraping up

any browned bits, until slightly thickened,

1–2 minute. Season to taste with salt and

pepper.

Broil green beans on upper oven rack until

crisp-tender and browned in spots, 5-7

minutes (watch closely as broilers vary).

Stir toasted almonds into rice. Serve pork

chop alongside green beans and rice pilaf

with pan sauce spooned over top. Enjoy!

Kids not

wild for almonds? You can leave them out!
