1. Prep fries

Preheat oven to 450°F with racks in the
upper and lower thirds.

Scrub potatoes; cut lengthwise into 2-
inch thick fries. On a rimmed baking
sheet, toss potatoes with 1 tablespoon
each of flour and oil, and season with
saltand pepper.

4. Fry schnitzel

Dip chicken into egg mixture, letting
excess drip back into bowl, then dredge
in panko mixture, pressing to adhere.

Heat Yz-inch neutral oil in a large skillet
over medium-high until shimmering (oil
should sizzle vigorously by adding a pinch
of panko). Add chicken and cook until
golden-brown and just cooked through,
about 3 minutes per side. Transfer to a
paper towel-lined plate.

2. Bake fries

Spread potatoes into a single layer and
roast on bottom oven rack until tender
and browned on bottom, 16-20 minutes.
Flip fries; cook until crispy, about 10
minutes more (watch closely as ovens
vary).

5. Make Russian dressing

Coarsely chop cornichons. In a small
bowl, stir cornichons, mayonnaise, and
172 tablespoons each of ketchup and
water. Season with salt and pepper.

Tear parsley into small sprigs, discarding
stems. In a small bowl, toss parsley with 1
teaspoon each of vinegar and oil and a
pinch of salt. Remove fries from oven;
transfer to serving plates, reserve baking
sheet.

3. Prep breading & chicken

While fries bake, whisk 1 large egg in a
large shallow bowl; season with salt and
pepper. In separate shallow bowl, stir
together panko and 1 teaspoon
caraway seeds; season with saltand

pepper.

Pat chicken dry. Using a meat mallet or
heavy skillet, pound chicken to an even
Ya-inch thickness; season all over with
pastrami spice and 1 tablespoon flour.

6. Finish & serve

Switch oven to broil. Transfer cutlets to
reserved baking sheet and sprinkle with
some of the sauerkraut and all of the
fontina. Broil on upper third rack until
cheese is melted, 1-3 minutes (watch
closely as ovens vary).

Serve cutlets with fries alongside. Top
with parsley salad and serve with
Russian dressing for dipping. Enjoy!
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
