Bring a large pot of salted water to a boil.
Peel carrot, if desired, then halve
crosswise and slice into thin matchsticks.

In a large bowl, stir to combine all of the
ponzu sauce, chopped garlic, cilantro
stems, and a pinch of sugar.

Halve radishes, then slice into thin half-
moons. Finely chop 1 teaspoon garlic.

Pick cilantro leaves from stems; finely
chop stems and set leaves aside in a
damp paper towel until step 6.

4. Cook chicken 5. Combine ingredients

Use your fingers or two forks to break up
chicken into bite-sized pieces. Heat 2
tablespoons oil in a medium skillet over
medium-high. Add chicken in a single
layer and cook, undisturbed, until
browned on the bottom, about 3 minutes.
Stir and cook until warmed through,
about 2 minutes more.

To bowl with sauce, add chicken,
edamame, noodles, carrots, and
radishes; toss to combine ingredients
until completely coated with sauce.
Season to taste with salt and pepper.
