Bring a medium saucepan of salted water

to a boil. Add pasta and cook, stirring to

prevent sticking, until al dente, about 5

minutes. Drain pasta and set aside for

step 5; cover to keep warm.

Trim ends from scallions, then thinly slice.

In a small bowl, stir to combine barbecue

sauce and ¼ cup ketchup.

In a separate small bowl, add beef; use two

forks to pull and shred into smaller pieces.

Heat 1 tablespoon oil  in a medium

ovenproof skillet over medium-high. Add

beef and all but 2 tablespoons of the

scallions. Cook, stirring, until browned in

spots, 3–5 minutes. Add ¼ teaspoon

granulated garlic, ¼ cup of the barbecue-

ketchup mixture, and 2 tablespoons water ;

cook, stirring, about 1 minute. Season with

salt and pepper. Transfer to a bowl. Wipe

out skillet.

Preheat broiler with top rack 6 inches from

heat source. Melt 1 tablespoon butter  in

same skillet over medium-high. Sprinkle 1

tablespoon flour into skillet; cook,

whisking, until just golden, about 1 minute.

Slowly add 1¼ cups milk; cook, whisking,

until sauce is smooth and thickened, 2–3

minutes. Remove from heat, then add

cheese and stir until melted.

Add pasta to skillet with cheese sauce; stir

to coat. Season to taste with salt and

pepper. Spoon beef over top. Broil on top

oven rack until beef is caramelized in

spots, 1–3 minutes. Stir 2 tablespoons

water into remaining barbecue-ketchup

mixture, then drizzle all over beef.

Serve beef mac and cheese  with

remaining scallions sprinkled over top.
