WHAT YOU NEED

- kosher salt & ground
pepper

1. Cook potatoes

Peel potatoes; cut into 1-inch pieces. Add
to a medium saucepan with 1teaspoon
salt and enough water to cover by 1inch.
Cover; bring to a boil over high heat.
Uncover and cook until easily pierced with
a fork, about 10 minutes. Reserve % cup
cooking water; drain potatoes and return
to saucepan off heat with 2 tablespoons
butter and reserved cooking water. Cover
to keep warm.

4. Broil & serve

Spread mashed potatoes over skillet and
sprinkle with remaining cheese.

Broil cheeseburger shepherd's pie until
filling is bubbling and cheese is melted, 2—
4 minutes (watch closely as broilers vary).
Enjoy!
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2. Cook onions & beef 3. Finish filling & potatoes

Stir in broth concentrate, ¥2 cup water, and
2 tablespoons ketchup; bring to a simmer.
Remove from heat and fold in pickles.

Meanwhile, preheat broiler with a rack in
upper third. Halve onion and coarsely
chop. Finely chop pickles.

Mash potatoes using a potato masher or
fork; season to taste with salt and pepper
and stir in half of the cheese .

Heat 2 tablespoons oil in a medium
ovenproof skillet over high. Add onions
and beef; season with salt and pepper.
Cook, breaking up meat into smaller
pieces, until water is evaporated and meat
and onions are browned, 8-10 minutes.
Drain any excess fat, if necessary.
