1. Cook rice

In a small saucepan, combine rice, 1% cups
water, and ¥ teaspoon salt. Bring to a boil
over high heat. Cover and cook over low
heat until rice is tender and liquid is
absorbed, 177-20 minutes. Keep covered off
heat until ready to serve.

4. BEEF VARIATION

Pat beef strips dry and season all over
with salt and pepper.

Heat 1tablespoon oil in same skillet over
medium-high. Add beef in an even layer;
cook, without stirring, until well browned
on one side, about 3 minutes. Stir and cook
until beef is browned and tender, 2-3
minutes. Immediately transfer to bowl with
chili lime oil and toss to coat.
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2. Prep ingredients

Halve lettuce lengthwise, then finely shred
one half crosswise (save rest for own use).

Finely chop half of the jalapenos (save rest
for own use), reserving any brine.

In a medium bowl, combine all but 2
teaspoon of the chili lime spice and 1
tablespoon oil.
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5. Make sauce & serve

Meanwhile, in a small bowl, combine
ranch, jalapenos and their brine, and 2
teaspoons oil. Season to taste with salt
and pepper.

Fluff rice and top with lettuce, corn, and
chili lime beef. Drizzle with jalapefo ranch
and sprinkle with remaining chili lime
spice. Enjoy!
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3. Cook corn

Heat a medium nonstick skillet over high.
Add corn; cook, stirring occasionally, until
warmed through and charred in spots, 3-4
minutes. Season with salt and pepper;
transfer to a plate.
