- 1red onion
- 1zucchini

- 4 oz roasted red peppers

- % 0z BBQ spice blend

- 10 oz pkg ground pork

- 2 0z shredded cheddar-
jack blend 7

- olive oil

- kosher salt & ground
pepper

. 2large eggs 3

- apple cider vinegar (or
white wine vinegar)

1. Prep veggies
Preheat oven to 450°F with a rack in the
upper third.

Halve onion, then chop into 1-inch pieces.
Trim ends from zucchini and cut into 1-
inch pieces.

Finely chop roasted red peppers.

4. Bake eggs

Return veggies to skillet with pork and
season to taste with salt and pepper.
Sprinkle cheddar over top.

Make 2 wells in the hash and crack 1large
egg into each well; season with salt and
pepper. Bake on upper oven rack until egg
whites are set and yolks are jammy, 4-6
minutes.

Heat 1tablespoon oil in a medium
ovenproof skillet over medium-high. Add
onion, zucchini, and a pinch of salt; cook,
stirring occasionally, until golden-brown
and crisp-tender, about 7 minutes. Stir in
BBQ spice blend; cook until fragrant, 30
seconds more. Transfer to a plate.

5. Finish & serve

While eggs bake, in a medium bowl, stir to
combine roasted red peppers, 2 teaspoons
oil, and 1teaspoon vinegar; season to
taste with salt and pepper.

Serve cowboy skillet hash topped with red
pepper relish. Enjoy!
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2. Cook onion & zucchini

3. Brown pork

To same skillet, add ground pork, a pinch
of salt, and 1 tablespoon oil; cook over
medium-high heat, breaking up into
smaller pieces, until well browned, 3-5
minutes.
