1. Beginrice

Finely chop onion. Finely chop 2 large
garlic cloves. In a small saucepan, heat 1
tablespoon oil over medium heat. Add ¥4
of the onions and a pinch of salt. Cook,
stirring occasionally, until onions are
softened, about 5 minutes. Add half of the
garlic and % teaspoon baharat; cook until
fragrant.

4. IMPOSSIBLE VARIATION

In a medium skillet, heat 1tablespoon oil
over medium heat. Add remaining onions
and a pinch of salt. Cook, stirring
occasionally, until softened, 4-5 minutes.
Add remaining garlic and 1teaspoon
baharat; cook until fragrant, about 30
seconds. Add Impossible patties; increase
heat to medium-high.
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2. Cook rice

Add rice to saucepan and cook, stirring
occasionally, until grains are translucent,
2-3 minutes. Add 1% cups water and %2
teaspoon salt. Bring to a boil over high
heat. Cover and cook over low heat until
rice is tender and water is absorbed, about
17 minutes. Keep covered off heat until
ready to serve.
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5. Finish & serve

Cook Impossible ground, breaking up with
a spoon, until browned in spots and
cooked through, about 5 minutes. Add 2
tablespoons water to skillet. Cook,
scraping bottom of skillet to dissolve
browned bits, until liquid is absorbed, 1-2
minutes. Season to taste with salt and
pepper.

Divide hummus, rice, salad, and Impossible
ground between bowls. Enjoy!
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3. Make salad

Cut tomato into ¥2-inch pieces. Peel
cucumber if desired; halve lengthwise,
then scoop out seeds. Cut half into 2-inch
pieces (save rest for own use).

In a medium bowl, toss tomatoes,
cucumbers, and half of the remaining
onions with %2 tablespoon vinegar and 1
tablespoon oil; season to taste with salt
and pepper. Set aside until ready to serve.
