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1. Bake fries

Preheat oven to 450°F with racks in the
lower and upper thirds.

Cut potatoes into ¥2-inch thick fries. Toss
on a rimmed baking sheet with 3
tablespoons oil and a pinch each of salt
and pepper.

Bake on lower oven rack until browned on
the bottom, about 25 minutes. Flip and
cook until crisp, about 15 minutes more.

4. Finish & serve
Coarsely chop dill. Add to fries with a
squeeze of lemon and toss to combine.

To bowl with lemon juice, stir in all of the
sour cream, remaining chopped garlic,

and 1teaspoon water. Season to taste with

salt and pepper.

Serve turkey arayes with fries and lemon-

garlic sauce alongside. Enjoy!
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2. TURKEY VARIATION

While fries cook, finely chop 2 teaspoons
garlic. Grate ¥ teaspoon lemon zest.
Squeeze 1teaspoon juice into a small bowl;
set aside for step 4. Cut remaining lemon
into wedges.

In a medium bowl, mix turkey with baharat
spice, lemon zest, half of the chopped
garlic, ¥2 teaspoon salt, and a few grinds of
pepper.
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What were you expecting, more steps?
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3. Make arayes

Line a second rimmed baking sheet with
parchment paper.

Spread turkey in an even layer on 1 pita;
top with remaining pita. Drizzle both sides
with oil and cut into quarters. Transfer to
prepared baking sheet.

Bake on upper oven rack until pita is
browned and meat is cooked through,
flipping halfway through cooking time, 15—
18 minutes.
