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1. Prep ingredients

Preheat broiler with a rack in the top
position.

Finely chop 2 teaspoons garlic. Coarsely
grate cheese; set aside for step 4.

Halve zucchinis lengthwise. Using a
teaspoon, hollow out the centers, leaving a
Y-inch border around the edges; reserve
zucchini flesh.

4. Assemble, broil & serve

Gently fluff filling with a fork; season to
taste with salt and pepper. Fill zucchini
boats with some of the filling. Sprinkle
cheese over top. Broil until cheese is
melted and browned in spots, 1-2 minutes.

Serve Tex-Mex stuffed zucchini boats with
remaining beef & quinoa filling alongside.
Spoon remaining salsa over top. Enjoy!

Heat 2 teaspoons oil in a medium skillet
over medium-high. Add beef; cook,

While filling simmers, place zucchini boats
skin-side down on a rimmed baking sheet.
Brush all over with oil and season with salt
and pepper. Broil on top oven rack until
lightly charred and tender, 6-8 minutes
(watch closely as broilers vary).

breaking up into smaller pieces, until
browned, 3-4 minutes. Add quinoq,
chopped garlic, taco seasoning, zucchini
flesh, and half of the salsa; cook, stirring,
1-2 minutes. Add %2 cup water; cover,
reduce heat to low, and simmer until liquid
is absorbed and quinoa is tender, about 15
