Peel and finely chop 1 tablespoon ginger .

Trim and discard ends from snow peas;

cut in half crosswise. Pick cilantro leaves

from stems, then finely chop stems,

keeping them separate.

Pat steaks dry, thinly slice. Season all over

with salt and pepper.

In a small bowl, stir to combine stir-fry

sauce, 2 tablespoons vinegar, 1 tablespoon

water, and 2 teaspoons sugar until sugar

is dissolved; set aside until step 4.

Heat 2 teaspoons oil in a large nonstick

skillet over medium-high. Add beef in a

single layer and cook, without stirring,

until well browned, about 3 minutes. Stir

and cook until cooked through, about 2

minutes more.

Add chopped ginger, cilantro stems, snow

peas, edamame, and ½ teaspoon

granulated garlic and cook, stirring

frequently, until snow peas are crisp-

tender, about 2 minutes. Season to taste

with salt; transfer to a bowl.

Heat 1½ tablespoons oil in same skillet over

high. Add cauliflower rice and cook,

stirring, until crisp-tender, about 5

minutes. Add sauce mixture to skillet and

cook, stirring, until liquid is evaporated,

about 1 minute more. Remove from heat;

stir in beef and veggies. Transfer to plates

and wipe out skillet.

Heat 1 tablespoon oil  in same skillet over

high. Crack in 2 large eggs ; season with

salt and pepper. Cook until edges are

browned and crispy, and whites are just

set, 1–2 minutes. Cover with a lid and cook,

1–2 minutes more (yolks should still be

runny).

Serve cauliflower fried "rice"  topped with

fried eggs and cilantro leaves. Enjoy!
