1. Season & broil chicken

Preheat broiler with a rack in the upper
third.

Pat chicken dry, season all over with salt
and pepper, and drizzle with oil. Transfer
chicken to a rimmed baking sheet. Broil
on upper oven rack until chicken is
starting to brown (it won't be cooked
through), about 7 minutes (watch closely
as broilers vary).

4. Make creamed corn

Meanwhile, finely grate Parmesan.

Melt 2 tablespoons butter in a medium
saucepan over medium heat. Add corn
and cook, stirring occasionally, until corn
softens slightly and browns in spots,
about 2 minutes. Stirin 2 teaspoons
flour and cook until incorporated, about
30 seconds.

2. Prep Brussels, make glaze

Trim ends from Brussels sprouts; remove
any tough outer leaves, if necessary. Cut
in half (or quarter, if large). In a medium
bowl, toss Brussels sprouts with 12
tablespoons oil and season with salt and

pepper.

In a small bowl, combine honey, tamari,
and barbecue sauce. Finely grate in 1
teaspoon garlic; stir to combine.

5. Finish creamed corn

To saucepan with corn, whisk in cream
cheese and %2 cup each of milk and
water. Cook, stirring, until mixture is thick
and creamy, 2-3 minutes. Remove from
heat; stir in Parmesan. Season to taste
with salt and pepper. Cover to keep
warm until ready to serve.

3. Broil Brussels & chicken

Carefully add Brussels sprouts to baking
sheet with chicken. Brush chicken with
half of the barbecue glaze. Return
baking sheet to upper oven rack and broil
until glaze is browned in spots, chicken is
cooked through, and Brussels sprouts are
lightly charred and crisp-tender, about 7
minutes (watch closely).

6. Finish & serve

Thinly slice chives.

Serve chicken with creamed corn and
Brussels sprouts alongside. Garnish
creamed corn with chives and brush
chicken with remaining barbecue glaze.
