1. Prep ingredients

Halve pepper, discard stem and seeds,
then cut into 1-inch pieces. Trim scallions,
then thinly slice. In a liguid measuring cup,
whisk coconut milk powder, 1 cup very hot
water, and 2 teaspoons sugar until
dissolved. Pat beef dry and thinly slice.

4. Cook rice

Transfer rice to a bowl; cover and
microwave on high until steaming, 1-2
minutes. Cover to keep warm until ready
to serve.
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2. Cook peppers

Heat 2 teaspoons oil in a medium nonstick
skillet over medium-high. Add peppers
and a pinch of salt to skillet and cook,
stirring occasionally, until crisp-tender
and browned in spots, about 3 minutes.
Transfer peppers to a bowl and wipe out
skillet.
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5. Finish & serve

Bring sauce to a boil. Add peppers, then
reduce heat to medium-high. Simmer until
sauce is slightly reduced and peppers are
tender, 5-7 minutes. Fluff rice with a fork.
Serve Thai red curry beef spooned over
rice, and garnish with remaining scallions.
Enjoy!
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3. Cook beef & curry sauce

Heat 1tablespoon oil in same skillet over
high. Add beef and cook, stirring
occasionally, until browned, 3-5 minutes.
Stir in half of the scallions and 1
tablespoon of the red curry paste. Cook
until fragrant, about 30 seconds. Add
coconut milk and a pinch of salt; stir to
combine, scraping up any browned bits
from the bottom of the skillet.
