Black & White Spiderweb Cookies:
Recipes to SCREAM About!

Spiders may be spooky but their webs are a work of art. Like when the

morning dew glistens and shines in that oh-so-dramatic fashion. They're

almost as beautiful as these black and white cookies with piped vanilla

spiderwebs...almost. We’ve got you covered! (2-p plan makes 6 cookies; 4-

p plan makes 12)

TOOLS

COOKING TIP
Take out butter to soften at room

temperature at least 1 hour before

baking.

Preheat oven to 375°F with a rack in the

center. Line a rimmed baking sheet with

parchment paper.

Finely grate ½ teaspoon lemon zest  into a

large bowl. Add ⅓ cup granulated sugar

and 4 tablespoons softened butter  (see

cooking tip!). Using a handheld electric

mixer, beat on medium speed until well

combined and pale in color, about 2

minutes.

To bowl with butter mixture , add 1 large

egg and 1 teaspoon vanilla . Beat until

combined, scraping down sides of bowl as

needed. Add all of the sour cream  and 2

tablespoons milk; beat until combined.

Add flour and ⅛ teaspoon baking soda;

beat until just combined.

Scoop 6 cookies (about 3 tablespoons

batter each; see step 6!) onto prepared

baking sheet, spaced 3 inches apart.

Bake on center oven rack until centers are

firm and edges are just starting to brown,

10–13 minutes. Let cool to the touch on

baking sheet, then transfer to a wire rack

to cool completely until step 5.

In a medium bowl, whisk to combine

confectioners' sugar, 7 teaspoons milk, 1

tablespoon softened butter, and ½

teaspoon vanilla until thick but

spreadable (thin with ½ teaspoon milk at a

time, if needed). Spoon ⅛ cup of vanilla

frosting into a piping bag or sandwich

bag.

In a separate medium microwave-safe

bowl, microwave chocolate chips and 1

tablespoon milk until melted, 30–60

seconds. Whisk in 1 tablespoon softened

butter until smooth.

Frost one half of each cookie with vanilla

frosting and frost other half with chocolate

frosting. Pipe reserved vanilla frosting  into

spiderwebs onto chocolate side of cookies.

Serve immediately. Enjoy!

Use an ice cream scoop to portion out the

batter in step 3.
