1. Start rice

In a large saucepan, combine rice, 12
cups milk or water, and 72 teaspoon
salt. Bring to a boil; cover and reduce

heat to low. Cook until rice is just tender
and liquid is absorbed, about 17 minutes.
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4. Finish & let cool

To rice pudding, stir in %2 teaspoon

vanilla extract and season to taste with

salt. Allow to cool 10 minutes before
serving.

2. Simmer rice

To cooked rice, stir in coconut milk, 1
cup milk or water, 3 tablespoons
brown sugar, and %2 teaspoon warm

spice. Cover and cook over medium-low

heat, stirring every 3—4 minutes to

prevent sticking, until liquid is absorbed
to form a thick pudding and rice is very

tender, 15-20.
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5. Serve

Serve coconut rice pudding in bowls
with a dollop of apricot jam over top.
Sprinkle with chopped apricots,
pistachios, toasted coconut, and
remaining warm spice, as desired.
