Veggies might cook faster than the

meat, so keep a close eye on them and

remove from oven if they're browning

too quickly.

Preheat oven to 450°F with a rack in the

upper third.

Peel carrots and parsnips; cut lengthwise

into ½-inch thick fries. Toss on a rimmed

baking sheet with 2 tablespoons oil and 1

teaspoon flour; season with salt and

pepper.

Trim ends from scallions and thinly slice.

In a medium bowl, mix or knead to

combine Impossible patties, panko, half of

the scallions, ½ teaspoon salt, 1 large egg,

and a few grinds of pepper . Form into 2 (5-

inch) meatloaves and transfer to baking

sheet with veggies.

In a small bowl, stir to combine hot honey

and 2 tablespoons ketchup; spread 1

tablespoon of the sauce over each

meatloaf.

Bake on upper oven rack until meatloaves

are cooked through and reach 160°F

internally, and veggies are browned and

tender, tossing halfway through, about 20

minutes.

Serve hot honey meatloaves  with carrot

and parsnip fries. Garnish with remaining

scallions. Enjoy!
